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GOOD FISHING!

The Oklahoma Department of Wildlife Con-
servation experts have developed Tenkiller
Lake into a real fisherman’s paradise. Black
and White Bass, Crappie, Channel Catfish
and some other species are all good catches.
Now they have experimentally stocked the
lake with Walleye, a new challenge for Okla-
homa fishing!

The natural habitat for Walleye fish is
northern waters. But fishery experts wanted
to try some near-ideal Oklahoma waters for
this king-of-game fish. Since 1961, 215 mil-
lion Walleye Fry were released in Tenkiller
Reservoir.

In open season fishermen looking for Wall-
eyes are asked to check up on special Walleye
fishing regulations. Fishermen will find Wall-
eyes to be a spooky fish, found in deep waters
in the daytime and shallow shoreline waters at
night. Walleye fish are noted for their delight-
ful flavor.

The program to improve fishing at Tenkiller
is typical of the cooperative effort between the
Corps of Engineers and the State of Oklahoma
at all the Corps reservoirs in the State.

In Knowing That

Tenkiller Ferry Dam, which impounds
water forming Lake Tenkiller, is a feature of
a comprehensive plan for the Arkansas River
Basin being prosecuted by the Corps of Engin-
eers, U. S. Army, under direction of the Sec-
retary of Army. The objectives of the plan
are flood control, navigation and the production
of hydro-electric power.

The project was authorized by Congress
under the Flood Control Act of June 28, 1938
(Public Law No. 761). Installation of power
features was authorized by the Congress in the
River and Harbor Act approved July 24, 1946
(Public Law No. 525).

The dam located on Illinois River, near
Gore, Oklahoma, was constructed by contract
forces under the direct supervision of the
Tulsa District, Southwestern Division, Corps
of Engineers, U. S. Army, at a cost of approx-
imately $23,822,000. It was placed in opera-
tion for flood control in July of 1953 and
power was first placed on the line in November
1953. Cost of the project includes lands, high-
way and utility relocations, operational fa-
cilities, etc.

The storage of floodwater in the res-
ervoir is controlled by ten 50 ft. x 25 ft.
tainter gates located on the spillway. In ad-
dition, one of two 19-foot diameter tunnels
through the ridge on the right side of the spill-
way is used for releasing floodwaters and
the other is utilized as a penstock in the power-
generating system. '

When filled to the top of the power
pool, the lake is about 34 miles in length,
with a maximum width of three miles.
