Union Pacific believes that by maintaining a steady
program of construction and maintenance it can not
only best serve shippers but also play an important part
in creating employment.

With this thought in mind, the railroad has made large
investments in motive power, in various types of freight
cars, and in roadbed and property improvements. This
vast building plan includes—

LOGOMOTIVES . . . During the period of 1937 to 1939,
inclusive, Union Pacific invested over 914 million dol-
lars in 55 giant locomotives capable of maintaining
high-speed freight service over western mountain grades.
In 1940 the building program continued, calling for an
additional investment of over 5 million dollars for 20
new locomotives surpassing all previous types in size,
power and speed. Also during 1941, there will be com-
pleted and delivered to Union Pacific 25 modern Diesel-
powered switch engines at a cost of 2 million dollars.

REFRIGERATOR GCARS ... The great West, served by
Union Pacific, produces vast quantities of fresh fruits and
vegetables. These perishables—thousands of carloads—
must be transported to eastern markets. So as not to lose
their original freshness, they must be protected en route
against temperature extremes. This is a man-size job
which Union Pacific is particularly well equipped to
handle. During 1940-41 over 17 million dollars has
been, or will be, invested in 1,000 new refrigerator cars
and in the re-modeling of 4,400 cars previously pur-

chased.

BOX GARS ... The building of 4,400 all-steel box cars
was started in 1937. The 1940-41 program includes the
construction of an additional 4,000 cars at a cost of 12
million dollars.

AUTOMOBILE GARS ... In recent years, 700 of these
cars, designed for the transportation of automobiles, were
built at a cost of 215 million dollars. The present pro-
gram calls for 250 additional cars costing over one mil-
lion dollars.

Union Pacific’s new 4000 horse-power, Diesel-electric locomotives each consist

of two units coupled back-to-back so that they may be operated from the cab at

either end. They carry 2400 gallons of Diesel fuel oil, 400 gallons of lubricat-

ing oil, 700 gallons of water for engine cooling, 2100 gallons of water for the
boiler, used for supplying heat to the train.

OTHER FREIGHT GARS . .. Also under construction are

1,550 freight cars of various types: flats, gondolas, etc.
Required investment—approximately 5 million dollars.

In addition to the above, the building program also
includes 130 Challenger Merchandise Service cars.

The building of this new equipment, together with
roadbed and property improvements requiring an ex-
penditure of 1814 million dollars, places Union Pacific
in a splendid position to provide dependable service for
shippers during this period of National Defense as well
as in normal times.

Union Pacific freight representatives welcome the
opportunity to assist shippers in solving their transpor-
tation problems.

The 800 Series of new high-speed locomotives for passenger and fast merchandise
