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NATIONAL PARKS ano MONUMENTS

ARKANSAS
HOT SPRINGS NATIONAL PARK. The waters of 47 medicinal hot springs which
flow from the base of Hot Springs Mountain are piped daily into luxurious Government-
maintained bath houses. Varied sports and recreations may be enjoyed by health seekers
who visit the springs. Open all year. Cost for baths varies.

ARIZONA

CHIRICAHUA NATIONAL MONUMENT. Sometimes referred to as *‘The Wonder-
land of Rocks'* because of the countless formations carved by the erosion of millions of
years, which resemble fantastic animals, towers, pillars and huge amphitheaters.

*GRAND CANYON NATIONAL PARK. The Park encompasses 105 miles of the mile-
deep gorge—the Grand Canyon—one of the world's unparalled spectacles. The walls of
the canyon are carved and fretted in a magnificence of detail which is beyond descrip-
tion, and the beauty of the vivid coloring is second only to the canyon's immense propor-
tions. South Rim open all year; North Rim May 25—Oct. 15. Automobiles $1.00
(includes both entrances).

*PETRIFIED FOREST NATIONAL MONUMENT. Here may be seen petrified trunks
of trees, one of which forms a natural bridge. The petrified wood, now in the form of semi-
precious stone, blends into a riot of beautiful colors. Automobiles 50c.
TUMACACORI NATIONAL MONUMENT. Established to preserve the first of a
chain of Missions founded by Father Kino in 1692. The Mission was the nucleus of the
first school of agriculture in America. Guide service 25c.

CALIFORNIA

DEATH VALLEY NATIONAL MONUMENT. This fascinating desert region, a por-
tion of which is 279.8 feet below sea level, is rich in historical association as the route of a
party of “'Forty-Niners'’ who sought a shorter route to the California gold fields. Innumer-
able points of scenic and historic interest include canyons of spectacular magnificence
and Death Valley Scotty’s palatial estate. Ubehebe Crater is a natural attraction in the
northern section of the valley. Open all year.

KINGS CANYON NATIONAL PARK. A rugged wilderness country of domes,
canyons, 14,000 foot peaks, spectacular falls and cascades, and wide variety of wild
life. The former General Grant National Park is part of this area.

*LASSEN VOLCANIC NATIONAL PARK. Famous for its recently active volcano
(1916), interesting display of lava formations and hot springs. Cinder Cone, bare of vege-

tation, is unusually beautiful. Highly colored earth, sulphurous odors, live steam vents
and gurgling mud pots contribute to the weird atmosphere of this volcanic region. Open
May 1—Oct. 31. Winter season Dec. 1—April 30. Automobiles $1.00."

*SEQUOIA NATIONAL PARK. The big trees of California are the inspiring feature of
this area. General Sherman tree, 36 feet through the base and 279 feet tall, has been
acclaimed the oldest living thing. Scenic features include hundreds of sparkling lakes
and impressive snow-capped mountains, of which Mount Whitney (14,495 feet) is the
highest. Open all year. Automobiles $1.00. (includes Kings Canyon fee).

*YOSEMITE NATIONAL PARK. Immense precipices flank the floor of beautiful Yo-
semite Valley. Yosemite Falls, one of the highest in the world, has a sheer drop of 1,430
feet, and there are innumerable lesser falls of scenic splendor. Deeply slashed canyons,
towering mountains, groves of Sequoia trees, and the ethereal beauty of the valley in this
scenic wilderness make it outstanding. Open all year. Automobiles $2.00.

COLORADO

*ROCKY MOUNTAIN NATIONAL PARK encompasses some of the country’s most
magnificent alpine scenery, and the grandeur of the rugged snow capped mountain
peaks is accentuated by clear lakes, colorful canyons, fields of wild flowers and well-
stocked trout streams. Trail Ridge Road presents panoramic views of unparalleled mag-
nificence. Open all year. Summer season June 15—Sept. 20. Automobiles $1.00.

*MESA VERDE NATIONAL PARK. Here are preserved amazing and intricate cliff
dwellings—the first “apartment’’ houses in America—built on seven floor levels. Forests of
cedar and pine enhance the beauty of the park. Open May 15—Oct. 15. Automobiles $1.00.

IDAHO

*CRATERS OF THE MOON NATIONAL MONUMENT. Located in the semi-arid

portion of the Snake River Plateau this volcanic region has the most recent example of
fissure eruption in the United States. Here may be seen strange craters, lava flows, caves
and other volcanic phenomena. An excellent view may be had from Big Cinder Butte.

Automobiles 50¢. KENTUCKY

MAMMOTH CAVE NATIONAL PARK. The cave is distinguished as one of the fore-
most wonders of the world because of its immense proportions. There are five levels of
innumerable great chambers all resplendent with gleaming formations. Echo River is
traversable by boat for one-half mile. Admission is $2.00 and trips range from one or two

hours to all day. Open all year.
MAINE

ACADIA NATIONAL PARK comprises a group of low granite mountains which rise
from Mt. Desert Island and offer a varied and beautiful exhibit of seacoast, mountain and

forest scenery. Fresh water lakes, fragrant pine forests and various species of colorful
flowers contribute to the charm of the area.

MARYLAND
FT. McHENRY NATIONAL MONUMENT AND HISTORIC SHRINE. Redolent
of three wars—Revolutionary, 1812, and Civil—Ft. McHenry is one of the country’s
best loved shrines. During the fierce but unsuccessful bombardment of the fort in 1814
Francis Scott Key composed the national anthem, “The Star Spangled Banner.”

MICHIGAN

ISLE ROYALE NATIONAL PARK. This picturesque wilderness archipelago in
Lake Superior is famous for old copper mines which were worked by Indians long
before the advent of the white man. Coniferous forests, open glades, and ‘dense vege-

tation make the island a natural refuge for wild life. Reached by boat only. Open
June 16—Sept. 15.

MONTANA

*CGLACIER NATIONAL PARK. Sixty glistening glaciers nestling in fantastically sculp-
tured mountain peaks, great snow fields, forests of lofty pines, innumerable well-stocked
trout streams and lakes of unusual brilliancy comprise this superb alpine playland.
Going-to-the-Sun Highway reveals panoramic views, and foot trails lead to more remote
sections of the park. Open May 1—Oct. 15 except for winter sports at Eastern and
Western entrance. Automobiles $1.00.

NEW MEXICO

CARLSBAD CAVERNS NATIONAL PARK. This series of connected caverns, re-
puted to be the largest in the world, is decorated with myriad sculptured formations in
weird and beautiful effects. The immensity of the many chambers, the impressiveness of
the Big Room with its giant formations, and the bat spectacle at dusk when millions of bats

fly from the recesses of one of the rooms to return again before dawn, are among the in-
teresting features. Open all year. $1.50 per person; elevator 25¢ each way; children 15c.

**WHITE SANDS NATIONAL MONUMENT. This great expanse of crystallized gypsum
is the residue of a long evaporated lake—drifts of snowy sugar-like substance which
extends for many miles—the largest deposit of its kind in the world. Automobiles 50c.

NORTH CAROLINA — TENNESSEE

GREAT SMOKY MOUNTAINS NATIONAL PARK. Densely forested mountains, so
named because of the delicate tenuous mists which hover over them, comprise the high-
est range in the eastern section of the country. Luxuriant vegetation, a great variety of
trees and flowers, interesting bird life and miles of well-stocked trout streams make this
area a paradise for hikers, fishermen and devotees of wild, natural beauty. Open all year.

OREGON

*CRATER LAKE NATIONAL PARK. The remains of a mighty crater is now filled with
a lake of great depth and beauty. The water is intensely blue, and the rim of the crater is
sculptured in a remarkable fashion. Rim Road offers incomparable views of the lake. The
park area of 250 square miles has stately pine forests, fields of wild flowers and pictur-
esque waterfalls. Open all year. Automobiles $1.00.

OREGON CAVES NATIONAL MONUMENT. "‘The Marble Halls of Oregon’’ ideally
located in beautiful Siskiyou National Forest are notable for the winding corridors and
unusual marble formations. Open May 15—QOctober 15. Admission 50c.

PENNSYLVANIA

GETTYSBURG NATIONAL MILITARY PARK. Commemorates the Battle of
Gettysburg which ended Lee's second invasion of the north, and Lincoln's immortal

address, delivered in 1863.
UTAH

*BRYCE CANYON NATIONAL PARK. Weird and beautiful figures and countless
rocks of every fanciful shape, sculptured by millions of years of wind and water erosion
fill the huge horseshoe-shaped amphitheater which is brilliantly aglow with color.
Excellent views may be had from the Rim, and horseback and foot trails lead to remote
points. Open all year. Automobiles $1.00 (includes Zion fee).

*ZION NATIONAL PARK. Zion Canyon, dominant feature of the park, is guarded by
two great masses of stone. The perpendicular walls of the canyon blaze with color, and
the array of colossal rock formations presents a never-to-be-forgotten sight. Open all
year. Automobiles $1.00 (includes Bryce Canyon fee).

VIRGINIA

COLONIAL NATIONAL HISTORICAL PARK. Here is depicted the colonial
history of the nation beginning at Jamestown in 1607 to its culmination at Yorktown in
1781. The English made their first permanent settlement in America at Jamestown Island
13 years before the landing of the Pilgrims. Open all year. Admission 10c.

SHENANDOAH NATIONAL PARK. This wooded wilderness 2,000 feet above sea-
level in the heart of the picturesque Blue Ridge Mountains is historically interesting as
the site of Colonial, Revolutionary and Civil War action. Dense forests, fields of flowers,
scenic trails and a variety of bird life contribute to the scenic allure, and a portion of
the Appalachian Foot Trail winds through the park. Skyline Drive affords excellent
panoramic views. Open all year. Yearly automobile permit $1.00; single trip 25¢. Same

rates apply for trailers.
WASHINGTON

*MOUNT RAINIER NATIONAL PARK. Mount Rainier, towering 14,408 feet above

the tide waters of Puget Sound, has a vast and impressive glacial system—more than
28 huge ice fields. Nisqually and Paradise Glaciers are most frequently explored by
visitors. Dense forests and a wide variety of plant life are additional scenic features.
Open all year. Automobiles $1.00. Fee for climbing mountain $1.00.

OLYMPIC NATIONAL PARK. Here may be seen an outstanding example of the
last of the Pacific Northwest forests, with glaciers, ice-capped peaks and lake-studded
meadows enhancing the charm of the unspoiled wilderness. The park is a summer
feeding ground for the rare species of Roosevelt Elk. Open all year.

WYOMING

*DEVIL'S TOWER NATIONAL MONUMENT. This natural obelisk is the core
of a long extinct volcano, and was a camping spot for early travelers and explorers.
Automobiles 50c. ;

*CRAND TETON NATIONAL PARK. Six exquisitely beautiful lakes mirror a
superb range of mile-high alpine peaks—the most scenic portion of the Teton Range in
Wyoming. Rugged canyons and swiftly flowing trout streams, stately forests and fields
of wild flowers are additional attractions in this dude ranch country. Open June
15—Sept. 15. Automobiles $1.00, applies on Yellowstone fee.

*YELLOWSTONE NATIONAL PARK. In this volcanic wonderland, celebrated as
the greatest geyser basin in the world, may be seen countless hot water phenomena.
Exquisitely colored springs, bubbling mud volcanoes, dependable Old Faithful, roaring
mountains, steam vents, petrified forests, sparkling lakes, dashing mountain streams,
beautiful waterfalls, and the awe-inspiring spectacle that is Yellowstone Canyon
enhance the grandeur of this vast wilderness and wild life refuge—the habitat of deer,
bear and elk. Open May 1—Oct. 15. Limited accommodations May 1—June 20;
Sept. 13 to close of park by weather conditions. Auto $3.00, includes Grand Teton fee.
